One Woman’s Journey; How 
Restaurants Can Help Save Sea Turtles

Long before people were 
enjoying the white sand 
beaches and emerald green 
waters along The Emerald 
Coast, sea turtles were com-
ing ashore to nest their eggs. 
They now share the area 
with around 500,000 people. 
That number surges as tour-
ists flock to the area. What 
we do affects the life of  the 
sea turtle. The trash we leave 
behind, specifically plastic, 
has been dangerous to their 
health.

One thousand sea turtles 
die annually from digesting 
plastic. Plastic stays in the 
stomach of  the turtle, and as 
it builds up, the brain thinks 
the stomach is full, but in re-
ality they aren’t getting the 
nutrients that they need. The 
mortality rate of  a sea turtle 
that ingests 14 pieces of  plas-
tic jumps to 50%. 

Straws are the most com-
monly found plastic materi-
als by our volunteers on the 
beach. Americans discard 

500 million straws per day.  
With all of  the restaurants 
along the coast where we can 
get our smoothies, iced cof-
fee, sweet tea, and cocktails, 
you can imagine how many 
straws end up on our beaches 
and in the Gulf. Straws find 
their way into the water and 

can be mistaken by the sea 
turtles as food. 

There are a few alterna-
tives to plastic straws. Paper 
and other plant-based straws 
are passed off as biodegrad-
able, but contain polyflu-
roalkyl substances known as 
“forever chemicals” that have 

an extreme resistance to envi-
ronmental breakdown. These 
can also lead to adverse health 
effects in humans at low lev-
els. Reusable straws are pop-
ular, but people don’t always 
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remember to bring them, and 
they are hard to keep clean and 
sanitary on the go. 

A great alternative to these is 
100% organic Bamboo Straws. 
Walton County 
resident and entre-
preneur Khuyen 
Bui is the princi-
pal behind Econet 
Green Products 
working to make 
bamboo straws af-
fordable and avail-
able along The 
Emerald Coast. 
The 100% organic 
Bamboo Straws 
are produced in 
a small village in 
Vietnam,  cut from 
living bamboo 
branches, cleaned, 
sanitized and in-
dividually paper 
wrapped for single 
serving usage.

Instead of  cus-
tomers receiving a 
free plastic straw 
the restaurant has to pur-
chase, restaurant owners can 
purchase bamboo straws for 
10 cents each and resell them 
in their restaurants. Organic 
bamboo straws available now 
in online stores, are reusable 
and unwrapped, and cost al-
most $1 each. They are more 
expensive and unsanitary com-
pared to the Bamboo Straws 
sold by Econet.

¹Why not offer an afford-
ably priced organic bamboo 
straw that enhances your prod-
uct, will pay for themselves, and 

more importantly, support the 
environment?” Khuyen said. 
Restaurants can ask customers 
to pay pennies on the dollar to 
help keep our beaches plastic 
straw free. Khuyen also said 
“the price can be lower than 
10 cents each, if  we can gain 

significant community support 
and work together for a non-
plastic future.”

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Living in a Bear Market

Investors have watched the 
market move its way down for 
most of  this year. Whether in-
vested in stocks, bonds, crypto 
or otherwise, it seemed that val-
ues just continued to slip. Why 
has this been so? We look at sev-
eral inputs to help understand 
the outputs and talk about what 
investors might expect and do 
during these times.

The American economy has 
been on a growth spurt for quite 
some time. Believe it or not, 
the  government ran a surplus – 
that is not a misprint – in April. 
The federal government took in 
$308 billion more than it spent. 

And that is a dramatic change 
from a deficit of  ���� billion in 
April of  2021. We read that it 
is from strong income for busi-
nesses and ponder if  the predic-
tion that the =.S. is inflating its 
way out of  record debt is start-
ing to take shape.

1nflation in and of  itself  how-
ever has had quite an impact 
on the markets. Fears of  rising 
prices for just about everything 
leaves investors worried that it is 
a matter of  time before corpo-
rate profits feel the impact and 
hence have reduced their expo-
sure to many equities. Technol-
ogy stocks have been the hardest 
hit. The problem for many tech-
nology stocks is that if  they are 
yet to turn a profit or pay little 
to no dividends, their stock price 
feels it when inflation and bond 
yields rise. The big, somewhat 
profitable tech stocks, however, 
have tumbled, along with ev-
erything else. By one account, 
just eight stocks, many of  them 
technology stocks, make up a 
significant amount of  the over-
all decline of  the market. 

We think investors should 
consider investing in many of  
the legacy, large cap technol-
ogy stocks at this time as they 

are nearing multi-year lows and 
are in a relatively oversold state. 
The same sentiment is seen by 
many pundits with regard to 
biotechnology stocks. 

 Bear markets have histori-
cally hit their trough when we 
experience negative economic 
circumstances and perhaps high 
unemployment and low corpo-
rate profits. 6one of  these are 
the case right now. Pessimism 
regarding the future is, however, 
pervasive. 

1nflation has also caused the 
Federal Reserve to begin to in-
crease its short-term rate and 
begin to reduce the size of  its 
balance sheet. The balance 
sheet is an indicator of  Fed ac-
tivity in expanding or decreas-
ing the money supply. The Fed 
has been increasing it since the 
start of  the pandemic. That 
unleashing of  money has driv-
en asset prices for real estate, 
stocks, commodities, crypto, 
nonfungible tokens and a host 
of  other assets. One reported 
statistic is housing values,which 
have risen $6 trillion in the last 
two years alone. The problem it 
has created is that the increase 
in the money supply has on the 
one hand spared the economy 
from a pandemic-driven depres-
sion but on the other also has set 
inflation in motion. The perfect 
storm of  the supply chain im-
balance and pent-up demand 
from Covid, along with scores 
of  early retirements (causing a 
labor shortage and driving wage 
inflation� has led to inflation¼s 
rapid rise. 4eft unchecked, infla-
tion can erode purchasing pow-
er as well as standards of  living. 

The housing market accounts 
for about 20 percent of  the U.S. 
economy and for at least one 
third of  inflation. There is fear 
that housing may have peaked 
as pending sales continue down-
ward and the refinance market 
has all but ceased. That could 
reverberate throughout the 
economy, affecting several sec-
tors.

The .ed has an inflation 

target of  two percent per year, 
which many consider healthy. 
+urrently, inflation is more than 
four times that and that has sent 
asset prices down and raised the 
level of  discomfort, if  not out-
right concern, for many inves-
tors. We suggest investors look 
at some things to expect (based 
upon history) in bear markets 
and use that in their decision 
making. Question: Are market 
downturns and bear markets the 
exception or are they the rule? 
We think that for long-term in-
vesting, they are the rule. 

Some characteristics of  bear 
markets are important to take 
note of. The first of  these are 
some of  the dramatic upward 
swings that occur during bear 
markets. Investors have seen 
some dramatic legs up in a short 
period of  time, often lasting 
just a day. Those investors who 
headed to the sidelines and are 
waiting to time a movement 
back into the markets most of-
ten miss these and that can have 
a dramatic impact on long term 
results. Bear markets also might 
signal that stocks or other assets 
had become overbought and an 
event or a series of  events could 
bring markets back in line with 
historical averages. If  markets 
are in decline one-third of  the 
time, it could almost be argued 
that they bring eٻciency to the 
markets by way of  asset prices.

Bear markets, when they end 
– and they average nine months 
– typically represent very under-
valued assets at the end as the 
pendulum has swung too far in 
the other direction. Bear mar-
kets exhibit excessive pessimism, 
while bull markets have exhib-
ited excessive optimism. The 
problem is, they don’t ring a bell 
at the bottom just as they don’t 
ring a bell at the top of  markets. 
We suggest investors, unless they 
need liquidity (cash) now, stay 
invested, not give up hope at the 
worst possible time, remain fo-
cused on their goals and govern 
their actions accordingly.

On January 1st 1863, Presi-
dent Abraham Lincoln issued 
the Emancipation Proclamation, 
declaring an end to slavery. Con-
gress acted by passing the 13th 
Amendment, which abolished 
slavery in the United States. 
Though it was passed on January 
31st 1865, slavery continued until 
the law was enforced by Union 

Troops. The day that they ar-
rived in Tallahassee, Florida was 
May 20, 1865. This day, 11 days 
after the end of  the Civil War, is 
celebrated as Emancipation Day.

The final State that ended 
slavery was Texas, on June 19, 
1865. Beginning the following 
year, oٻcial celebrations began 
to be held on that date annu-
ally. The celebrations have been 

called Freedom Day, Jubilee 
Day and African American In-
dependence Day. The date was 
shortened from June 19th to Ju-
neteenth, and that is how the day 
is recognized today.

tion and a celebration of  African 
American history, music and art.

Tax Relief for Floridians is On the Way

Governor DeSantis recently 
signed into law more than $1.2 
billion of  tax relief  for Floridians. 
The new law creates 10 sales tax 
holidays for a variety of  items 
commonly purchased by Florida 
families, including fuel, diapers, 
disaster supplies and tools. 

“Florida’s economy has con-
sistently outpaced the nation, but 
we are still fighting against infla-
tionary policies imposed on us by 
the Biden administration,” Gov-
ernor DeSantis said. “In Florida, 
we are going to support our resi-
dents and help them afford the 
goods that they need. Florida has 
been fiscally responsible, so we 
are in a good position to provide 
meaningful relief  for families, 
right now.”

The 10 tax holidays are:
A one-month Fuel Tax Holi-

day from October 1-31, 2022, 
saving Floridians $200 million by 
lowering the price of  gas by 25.3 

cents per gallon.
A 3-month sales tax holiday 

for children’s books from May 14 
through August 14, 2022, provid-
ing $3.3 million in tax relief.

A one-year sales tax holiday 
from July 1, 2022, through June 
30, 2023, for baby and toddler 
clothes and shoes, providing 
$81.5 million in tax relief.

A one-year sales tax holiday 
from July 1, 2022, through June 
30, 2023, for children’s diapers, 
providing $38.9 million in tax 
relief.

A 14-day Back-to-School sales 
tax holiday from July 25 through 
August 7, 2022, for clothing, 
shoes, backpacks and school sup-
plies, providing $100 million in 
tax relief.

A 14-day Disaster Prepared-
ness sales tax holiday from May 
28 through June 10, 2022, for 
supplies such as flashlights, ra-
dios, tarps, batteries and fire 
extinguishers, providing $25.6 

million in tax relief.
A 7-day Tool-Time sales tax 

holiday from September 3-9, 
2022, for tools and other home 
improvement items, providing 
$12.4 million in tax relief.

A two-year sales tax holi-
day from July 1, 2022, through 
June 30, 2024, for impact resis-
tant windows, doors and garage 
doors, providing $442.8 million 
in tax relief.

A 7-day Freedom Week from 
July 1-7, 2022, providing a sales 
ta` e`emption for specified ad-
missions and items related to 
recreational activities, providing 
$70.6 million in tax relief.

A one-year Energy Star Appli-
ances sales tax holiday from July 
1, 2022, through June 30, 2023, 
for washing machines, clothes 
dryers, water heaters and refrig-
erators, providing $78.5 million 
in tax relief.

We all know that tourism is 

the number one economic driver 
in Walton County. In fact, tour-
ism supported more than 47,700 
jobs in 2021. Incredibly, visitors 
spent $1,040 each day, amount-
ing to a staggering $4.8 billion in 
direct spending alone. All of  that 
added up to a $7.1 billion eco-
nomic impact for the community.

So, what does that mean for 
Walton County’s residents? Well, 
it means savings. Visitors pay 
more than 67% of  all the taxes 
collected, saving Walton County 
households an average of  $1,695. 
Also, visitors account for 80.2% 
of  all retail spending in Walton 
County, which directly supports 
local businesses.

The tourism department is 

funded by what’s commonly 
referred to as a “bed tax.” In 
Walton County, a 5% bed tax is 
collected on all short-term rental 
stays of  six months or less in ac-
commodations south of  Choc-
tawhatchee Bay, as well as a 2% 
bed tax on short-term rentals 
north of  the Bay. Walton County 
residents do not pay a bed tax 
unless they are taking a “stayca-
tion” in a local accommodation.

Bed tax funds are also used to 
support various community or-
ganizations and programs, such 
as the South Walton Fire Dis-
trict’s Beach Safety/Lifeguard 
program, the Walton County 
Sheriff¼s 7ٻce, turtle nest moni-
toring, the Cultural Arts Alliance 

of  Walton County, International 
Coastal Cleanup, the South Wal-
ton )rtificial :eef  )ssociation, 
and various programing through 
the local state parks.

Funding also helps provide 
and maintain local infrastructure 
and amenities that residents and 
visitors alike can enjoy. The tour-
ism department has purchased 
properties throughout the south-
ern part of  the county to increase 
the availability of  parking, and 
it’s actively evaluating proper-
ties that can be purchased as new 
beach accesses.

The tourism department’s 
beach operations/maintenance 
team was also busy in 2021, com-
pleting more than $2 million in 

destination improvements. These 
hard-working men and women 
maintain and clean 20 miles of  
beach, 20.5-miles of  multi-use 
pathways, nine regional beach 
accesses, 42 neighborhoods 
beach accesses and 10 Bay and 
lake access points.

That’s a lot of  heavy lifting 
and dedication to keeping Wal-
ton County beautiful. And all of  
this would not be possible with-
out a thriving tourism economy.

Journey Bravely: Where Are You Fishing?

I found myself  in a close rela-
tionship consistently feeling hurt 
and disappointed. I felt resentful 
and repeatedly like I wasn’t ask-
ing for anything unreasonable 
but the person refused to give me 
what I needed. Have you been 
there too? Maybe it’s a family 
member, a partner, a friendship. 
Maybe the type of  relationship 
contributes to beliefs that a par-
ent, sibling, or spouse is supposed 
to give you what you’re seeking. 
Sadly, even relationships that 

seem like they should be able 
to meet your emotional needs 
sometimes don’t. So what are you 
to do when you find yourself  bit-
ter, hurt, and powerless to change 
someone else’s behavior in your 
relationship?

Imagine you live on a beauti-
ful farm with acres of  land com-
plete with white farmhouse and 
many ponds for your fishing plea-
sure. You look at the ponds and 
they are each uniquely beautiful 
and you assume because you’ve 
seen fish come out of  some of  the 
ponds that all of  the ponds will 
yield fish. Aou take your fishing 
gear, your chair, and you camp 
at a pond near the house expect-
ing success. You cast your line, 
feel a tug only to pull out weeds 
followed by an old can followed 
by sticks. You’re committed. You 
already spent time here and you 
just know this pond is supposed 
to have the fish you¼re looking 
for so you keep casting and keep 
fishing out disappointment. Aou 
consider moving on to a differ-
ent pond, but it’s work to move, 
maybe the fish will come on the 
next cast, and you don’t want to 

give up on the pond that’s sup-
posed to meet your needs.

Eventually, you find your-
self  worn down and realize you 
don’t have much to lose to switch 
ponds. Aou pick a different pond 
that’s less obvious, less close to 
the house and one no one has 
told you has fish. Aou cast and 
you pull out a fish. Aou cast and 
you pull out another. And consis-
tently, you find that the new pond 
is able to meet your fishing e`pec-
tations. It’s a wonderful surprise 
and also makes you think about 
how much time you spent trying 
to get fish out of  a pond that was 
never going to give you fish when 
all the while, you could have been 
finding fish in ponds better suited 
to your needs.

1t isn¼t that the first pond has 
no value. It’s a beautiful pond for 
sitting, skipping rocks, and see-
ing the reflection of  the sunset. 
It has value for what it is. How-
ever, knowing what it is and what 
it isn¼t is key. 1t is not a fishing 
pond. And as long as you were 
convinced the pond was sup-
posed to yield fish, it was going 
to keep disappointing you. Once 

you realize that it’s a sitting pond, 
you can appreciate what the 
pond does give you and make 
plans to fish elsewhere. 

What are the lessons we can 
take from this story?

Expecting something that 
someone won’t or can’t give you 
will result in anxiety, bitterness, 
resentment, and sometimes feel-
ing that you aren’t enough. Try 
remembering that most often, 
it’s not about you. Someone not 
meeting your emotional expecta-
tions is not a reflection of  your 
value.

It’s o.k. to accept and grieve 
what you’re not going to get. It’s 
sad that you can’t get your needs 
met from the relationship. Let 
yourself  feel your feelings. Face 
reality the best you can. As you’re 
able, release the person from the 
debt you feel they owe you for 
not meeting your needs. Notice 
what the relationship can be in 
your life within healthy boundar-
ies for yourself  and try engaging 
at that level. Maybe you share 
less, seek less, expect less.

Give yourself  permission to 
get your emotional needs met in 

healthy ways in other healthy re-
lationships. If  your parents aren’t 
able to give you support and 
encouragement, allow yourself  
to receive those in safe, healthy 
friendships. Let go of  expecta-
tions about certain kinds of  rela-
tionships meeting certain needs 
so you can embrace reality and 
get your needs met from various 
healthy relationships.

Be kind to yourself  as you 
shift relationship expectations. 
It’s deep, hard work. As you need 
support along your journey of  
healing, connect with us at jour-
neybravely.com.

Unexpected Consequences of Hormone Therapy

Hormone therapy has many 
benefits and 1¼ve written about 
these for several years now. Hor-
mones can, however, have some 
une`pected effects and 1 have 
seen these effects firsthand in our 
clinic. I’ve informed prospective 
patients for years that hormones 
are not just for libido and sexual 
function. Women tend to focus 

on their lack of  libido and men 
tend to focus on a lack of  perfor-
mance. But, in my view as a physi-
cian, these are the least important 
benefits of  hormone therapy for 
both men and women.

As a physician, I prefer to 
focus on the ability to prevent 
disease and improve the health 
of  both body and mind. Hor-
mone therapy can prevent nu-
merous cancers, diseases of  the 
heart, diseases of  the brain and 
so much more. Hormone therapy 
reduces cholesterol and blood 
pressure and lowers overall mor-
tality rates. Testosterone reduces 
stress levels and anxiety. Many 
of  our patients are able to get off 
their anti-depressants after start-
ing hormone therapy with us. Pa-
tients can finally lose weight.

Motivation increases and 
mood improves tremendously. 
In fact, it is not unusual for pa-
tients to apologize to us about 

being angry and irritated prior 
to therapy. They’ve been bitter 
and irritable for so long it had 
become part of  who they were 
and didn¼t see how it was affect-
ing everyone around them. After 
getting treated they were finally 
happy and relaxed again and 
quickly realized how poorly they 
were treating everyone around 
them, including those they love 
the most.

Then there are the unintended 
consequences of  hormone ther-
apy. On several occasions in our 
practice, we have seen couples 

who were once happy but had 
reached a point where they just 
couldn’t tolerate each other. At 
the edge of  divorce their stories 
were all nearly identical. Their 
partner had just changed. They 
were tired, quick to anger, lost 
their empathy and just didn’t 
seem to care about anyone. They 
couldn’t find the person they 
had married anymore. I would 
hear,”Our marriage is essen-
tially over so 1¼m finally doing 
something for me.” After the 
hormones kicked in, mood im-
proved, stress levels came down, 
and problems got smaller. The 
major issues causing arguments 
turned into the minor issues they 
had always been. Stress and ten-

sion reduced and those quick to 
react and quick to anger emo-
tions faded. I have heard more 
than once that getting hormones 
not only improved the patient’s 
life but also saved a marriage at 
the brink of  extinction.

Protecting More Than Your Skin

Summer is here. You can feel 
the humidity thicken and watch 
traٻc double. Sunscreen sales 
increase as we hit the beach, 
go camping, work in the yard, 
etc. Many of  us look over the 
myriad choices focusing on SPF 

numbers rather than ingredi-
ents.

The benefits of  being out-
side, besides lifting our spirits, 
breathing fresh ocean air and 
feeling the sun on our face, is 
the manufacturing of  Vitamin 
D, which is essential for myriad 
cellular functions.

Many of  us know the ul-
traviolet (UV) radiation is the 
culprit behind sunburns, which 
can lead to peeling skin. This 
radiation causes damage to 
oxygen-carrying cells as well as 
our DNA which can lead to ge-
netic mutation. There are two 
types, UVA and UVB, which is 
more harmful. Protection is key 
but we often associate sunscreen 
with water activities. What 
about driving, shopping out-
doors, wearing summer clothes 
which expose more skin? And 
what about the other seasons? 
Why is summer the only time 

we think about protecting our 
skin?

My sister loves the sun. She 
has spent many hours lying on 
the beach getting her tan on. 
Back in the ‘70s, the go-to for 
tanning was baby oil or lotions 
that aided in “getting your tan 
on”. However, today my sis 
spends her time at the doctor’s 
oٻce cutting off skin cancer 
growths, wearing chemo lo-
tions which peel the cancer off 
the skin (it hurts and burns) and 
other not so fun therapies. She 
has as many as three appoint-
ments every year. I, on the other 
hand, loved the beach but hated 
lying on it. I was in the water 
99 percent of  the time, which 
probably helped to shield me. I 
didn’t wear any lotion and, al-
though I had my share of  sun-
burns, I have been blessed so far 
with no major residual damage.

This being said, many sun-

screens are a combination of  
chemicals that are harmful to 
both the human body and ma-
rine life. Many contain oxyben-
zone and octinoxate (These can 
be labeled under several differ-
ent names disguising their ex-
istence in the product.) These 
ingredients are contributors to 
the demise of  coral reefs. They 
also have been found to accu-
mulate in the tissues of  many 
marine wildlife, which can be 
passed on to their young. You’ll 
need to do your own research 
but two safer sunscreens I’ve 
found are Ocean Potion 70 and 
MyChelle Dermaceuticals Pro-
tect 50. Natural safe sunscreens 
are hard to find, so you might 
want to see where your choice is 
sold before trekking out to find 
it.

As a side note: Did you know 
that the Blue Light, which is 
transmitted by our electronic 

devices from computers to tele-
visions, can lead to visible signs 
of  aging for your skin? Research 
suggests that sunscreen offers 
some benefits from this type of  
radiation.

Aside from sunscreen, ac-
tivewear clothing now has UV 
protective fabrics. Add shade 
to your body by wearing a hat, 
sunglasses, activewear, using an 
umbrella, etc. Remember to 
wear a facial cream with sun-
block in it to lower exposure 
from blue light radiation.

Here’s to fun in the sun!

Gulfarium C.A.R.E. Center Releases Four Rehabilitated Sea Turtles 
The Gulfarium’s C.A.R.E. 

Center successfully released 
four rehabilitated sea turtles on 
Thursday, May 12, 2022, at Inlet 
Beach. 

It was a beautiful morning 
as crowds gathered to watch the 
endangered turtles head back 
into the Gulf  of  Mexico. All of  
the rehabilitated sea turtles had 
fallen victim to fishing hook re-
lated injuries. One of  the turtles 
was outfitted with a satellite tag 
for the release. 

Jamie, a large adult female 
loggerhead weighing 208lbs, had 
been outfitted with a satellite tag 
by the United States Geological 
Survey team for a tracking re-
search project prior to release. 
She was accidentally hooked at 
Navarre Beach Fishing Pier on 
Nov. 20, 2021. X-rays showed 
that she had a large circle hook 
in her proximal esophagus and a 
small treble hook further down. 
Jamie underwent a four-hour 
surgery on Nov. 22, to remove 
both hooks. After the surgery was 
complete, the recovery phase was 
very extensive. However, after a 
seven-month long stay at the

lite tag will allow researchers to 
monitor Jamie’s movements and 
track where she travels and how 
long she spends at each location. 
This equipment is part of  an on-
going, long-term research project 
to determine the movement pat-
terns of  repeatedly hooked sea 
turtles at local fishing piers. This 
was Jamie’s third time being foul 
hooked at the same pier - she is 
an excellent candidate for this 
project. 

The other three turtles that 
headed back into the Gulf  of  
Mexico included Sheldon, a sub-
adult loggerhead weighing in at 
79lbs, who was foul hooked with 
a cobia Rig in the right front flip-
per on April 18, 2022. Following 
the initial intake procedure, Shel-
don’s X-rays showed a large hook 
embedded in his tongue. After 
mild sedation, the hook was suc-
cessfully removed. Sheldon was 
under observation by our veteri-
nary team for a few weeks to en-
sure all was well and after being 
cleared for release, he was ready 
to head back into the Gulf  of  

Mexico. This was Sheldon’s sec-
ond visit to the C.A.R.E. Center 
for rehabilitation. 

Pluto arrived at the C.A.R.E. 
Center on May 10, 2022, after 
being foul hooked by a fisher-
man at Navarre Beach Fishing 
Pier. This sub-adult loggerhead 
weighs 90lbs and had unremark-
able blood work and clear radio-
graphs upon arrival at the center, 
so was medically cleared for re-
lease by the veterinary team once 
the hook was removed. This was 
Pluto’s third visit to the Gulfar-
ium C.A.R.E. Center. 

Shirley, a sub-adult Kemp’s 
ridley sea turtle, who was hooked 
in the mouth with a J-hook on 
May 8, 2022, at Navarre Beach 
Fishing Pier was also released. 
Shirley weighed in at 56lbs 
and had a very quick stay at 
the Gulfarium C.A.R.E. Cen-
ter. With unremarkable blood 
work and radiographs, she was 
deemed medically cleared for 
release by the center’s veterinary 
team.  

“Release days are always 
extremely rewarding,” states 
Tabitha Siegfried, Stranding 

Coordinator for the Gulfarium 
C.A.R.E. Center. “We are very 
excited to be participating in a 
research project that includes a 
satellite tag as all sea turtle spe-
cies are endangered so any help 
that we can provide to these ani-
mals is crucial.”

–Brene 
Brown in The Gifts of  Imperfec-
tion.

Being vulnerable or being 
conscious that I am being vul-
nerable is something that I’ve 
been trying to be more attentive 
to lately.

She was 
trained in special educa-
tion. She taught for 17 
years. Her children idolized her. 
She was the woman responsible 
for integrating students with de-
velopmental disabilities into regu-
lar classrooms at Robb. She, too, 
leapt in front of  gunfire for her 
students. 

The children’s voices were 
loud. They brought so much 
energy into this celestial place 
that crowds of  seraphim began 
to gather at the gates until their 
feathers ruټed. 

“The kids from Uvalde, Texas, 
are here,” the angels were mur-
muring among themselves. 

Everyone up here has been 
expecting these tiny celebrities, 
of  course. These kids have been 
on everybody’s minds. The Boss 
himself  is a huge fan of  these kids. 
They say he has been waiting at 
the gate for their triumphant ar-
rival since about 3,000,000 B.C. 

And here they came. 
The doors opened. Their little 

faces burst through the hallway 
of  life into life everlasting. And 
all eternity cheered. It was an im-

mortal roar so loud it shook plan-
ets from their orbits and knocked 
the rings off Saturn. 

Among the new arrivals was 
Jose Flores, 10. Jose is a baseball 
lover. He had just received an 
honor�roll certificate a few hours 
before the shooting. 

There was Uziyah Garcia, 9. 
Uziyah is crazy about football.

10 a few weeks ago. She is a 
jokester and loves art. She, too, 
was on the honor roll. 

Xavier Lopez, 10, known for 
his sense of  humor. He loves 
dancing. Before the shooting, he 
was looking forward to school let-
ting out for summer so he could 
go swimming. 

Annabell Rodriguez, 10, and 
Jackie Cazares, 10. They’re cous-
ins. They’re the ones holding 
hands. 

Rojelio Torres, 10. He’s a 
whip-smart little boy. His face 
could light up entire continents. 

Eliahana Torres, 10. A 
softball phenom. She was 
looking forward to play-
ing in the final softball 
game of  her season on 
Monday. 

Jailah Silguero, 10. 
She loves making videos 
for her friends. The night 
before the shooting, she 
said she didn’t want to go 

to school the next day.
Jayce Luevanos, 10. Before he 

died, every morning he would 
wake up and made his grandpar-
ents a pot of  coffee. The family 
dog was obsessed with him. 

Ellie Garcia, 9. Her favorite 
colors are pink and purple. She 
enjoys cooking, and makes a 
mean chalupa. 

Nevaeh Bravo, 10. Her name 
is “heaven” spelled backward. 
This place was made for her.

Lexie Rubio, 10, loves sports. 
She received a good-citizen 
award shortly before the shooting. 
She wanted to become a lawyer 
someday. 

Makenna Elrod, 10. Blonde. 
Loves gymnastics, dancing, and 
singing. Wild about animals. 

Alithia Ramierz, 10, enjoys 
art, and is very good at painting. 
A ray of  sunlight in a dark world. 

Layla Salazar, 10. Each morn-
ing when her father drove her to 
school in his pickup, he played 
“Sweet Child O’ Mine” on the 
radio. Layla knew all the words. 

Tess Mata, 10, was saving up 
a container of  her dollar bills for 
the family’s upcoming trip to Dis-
ney World. 

When the Boss saw them he 
called their names. Each one of  
them. His voice was so loud that 
time was halted and mountains 
crumbled. The kids ran straight 
for him. 

He squatted low and threw 
his arms open. Nineteen 9- and 
10-year-olds piled straight into 
him and plowed him over. They 
crawled all over him.

If  you don’t believe in 
yourself  and your abilities, that 
self-doubt will be apparent—no 
matter what you look like or what 
clothes you’re wearing. What are 
the conversations that take place 
inside your head? Maybe you suf-
fer from imposter syndrome and 
don’t feel “good enough” to have 
a seat at the table. Through prac-
tice, you can rewire your brain, 
resulting in a natural alignment 

of  your thoughts and behaviors 
that profoundly strengthen your 
leadership presence.”

Gravity Payments is a Seat-
tle-based credit card processing 
company.  The challenge, 
in a service-oriented 
enterprise is pro-
viding employee 
c o m p e n s a t i o n 
that constitutes a 
living wage.  Sev-
eral years ago, 
Gravity Payments 
CEO Dan Price de-
cided to be part of  the 
solution to that situation, 
rather than the problem.  0e first 
raised the minimum annual sal-
ary of  his workforce to $70,000 
annually.  In order to make the 
math work, however, he simulta-
neously reduced his own salary 
more than 93%, from $1.1MM 
annually to that same $70,000 
figure.  

According to Price, the impact 
on his own life has been minimal.
Rather than going heli-skiing in 
British Columbia he contents 
himself  with regular skiing.  “I’m 
happier than I’ve ever been,” he 
said.  “It’s way better for me to 
be part of  a system where people 
are having their needs being met, 
even if  I have less.”

He fell in love with the restau-
rant business when he got his first 
job at age 12 as a counterman.
So much did he love the enter-
prise that he made the decision 
to drop out of  school to work 
full-time, a mistake he came to 
regret.  

Each day he committed him-
self  to a high standard of  qual-

ity, doing the right thing, treating 
people with respect, giving back 
to others, and realizing that 
¹profitº is not a dirty word.  )fter 
having had the chance to turn 

around four failing Kentucky 
Fried Chicken restau-

rants in the 1960’s, 
his dream of  own-
ing his own restau-
rant came true in 
1969 when Dave 
Thomas opened 

his very first Wen-
dy’s Hamburgers, 

expanding to more 
than 1000 franchises within 

the next ten years.
In spite of  his successes 

throughout his life he always saw 
himself  as a hamburger cook 
and remained a humble man.  

And in 1989, he returned 
to school to earn his GED. To 
many, it may have come as a 
surprise when Mary Barra was 
named CEO of  General Motors 
in 2014.  Flamboyant and lav-
ish she was not.  Instead, she is 
humble and collaborative, eager 
to give credit to her team rather 
than stealing the limelight her-
self.  She has also paid her dues 
for some 37 years with the com-
pany.  

Barra embodies the very es-
sence of  a 21st century leader 
and offers lessons we can all 
learn from:
1.  Quiet leadership is a work-
able model for a senior executive.
Being humble doesn’t necessar-
ily mean lacking self�confidence.
:ather, it is that Yuiet confidence 
that helps build trust.
2. She aims to bring order to a 

chaotic world.  When becoming 
product chief  in 2011, the devel-
opment process was in disarray.
She immediately set to work, 
rationalizing the product line, 
improving Yuality and eٻciency, 
and better aligning the product 
with customer needs.
3.  Barra had a passion for cars 
at a young age.  When she en-
tered the industry she sought to 
expand her “range,” beginning 
with a foundation in engineer-
ing, but then learning quality 
control, production, human re-
sources, product development, 
and supply chain management.
Throughout all of  that, however, 
she continually focused on being 
successful in her present job, 
rather than the next step in her 
career ladder.
4. She never stopped learning, 
taking time away from her work 
to attend the Harvard Business 
School program.
5. Most importantly, when she 
led Human Resources for a time 
she sought to replace the image 
of  HR with a human face, em-
phasizing personal accountabil-
ity and responsibility.  She came 
across as genuine, caring, and 
authentic.

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On The Surface

ruthless. Their shady business deals 
and illegal exploits were known 
throughout the county. Not sure 
how to respond, the pastor told 
Jack that he had never spoken to 
Jim. Jack said that was okay. All he 
wanted was for the pastor to stand 
before 2im¼s coٻn and proclaim 
that “Jim was a saint.” The pastor 
asked how he could possibly say 
such a thing when he had never 
met Jim?

On the day of  the funeral, Jack 
sat in the front row.

One of  the signs someone may 
not really mean what they are say-
ing is when they add the word “but” 
or “however” to a sentence. For ex-
ample, I love you, however…, or 
I forgive you, but… Often, while 
driving across the bay, or observ-
ing the calm Gulf  waters, I try to 
imagine some of  the activities hap-
pening under the surface of  the 
water. 1 can¼t see the big fish hunt-
ing the little fish, or the dolphins 
playing. A shark may be chasing its 
prey just yards from kids playing in 
the water, but it is not seen on the 
surface. Words are very similar. On 
the surface, the words may seem 
harmless, but the deeper meanings 
of  the words that are said can have 
life or death implications. Words 
of  aٻrmation such as ¹1 love youº 
or “I am proud of  you” can be life 
changing to a person in deep de-
spair. Words such as “you fool” or 
“you idiot” can cause a person to 
give up hope.

If  a person explodes in pub-
lic and curses someone out, it has 
the effect of  a giant shark bite. 
But often, like being attacked by a 
school of  piranha, it’s the hundreds 
of  little bites that take the life out 
of  someone. The constant devalu-
ation from telling someone they 

are doing something wrong, or 
constantly nagging others can be 
like death from a thousand paper 
cuts. Most of  us can think of  times 
we have been a victim of  harmful 
words spoken. Most of  us can also 
confess to having said hurtful words 
to others. However, we often do not 
realize how powerful our words are. 

Some words that don’t mean much 
to you, may stick with someone else 
for a lifetime, good or bad. One en-
couraging word can change some-
one’s entire outlook on life.

A Pastor’s Ponderings: Turning Losers into Winners

And John, departing from them, 
returned to Jerusalem. Acts 13:13 
(NIV)

“Look Mom, there’s a na-
ked boy running through the 
garden,” My mind imagines a 
girl saying as she observes John 
Mark running for his life. Mark 
14:50-52 paints the picture, 
“Then all his disciples deserted 
him (Christ) and ran away. One 
young man following behind 
was clothed only in a long linen 
shirt. When the mob tried to 
grab him, he slipped out of  his 
shirt and ran away naked.” This 
humiliating start begins a jour-
ney that would lead to greatness. 
God would ultimately transform 
this naked boy into a giant in 
church history.

The story of  John Mark 
continues in )cts �� as we find 

him in a Christian home. The 
apostle Peter had been arrested 
and was being held in jail await-
ing execution at the hands of  
Herod. An angel crashed that 
party in the middle of  the night 
and led Peter to freedom. Peter 
then went to the house of  Mary, 
John Mark’s mother, where 
many people gathered in fervent 
prayer. I’m sure Peter’s miracu-
lous release made an impression 
on John Mark; he later became 
Peter’s companion and secre-
tary. Together, they penned the 
Gospel of  Mark. 

Mark surfaces again in Acts 
13 as the assistant to his cousin, 
Barnabas, and the apostle Paul 
during their first missionary Rour-
ney. Eventually the persecution 
came raining down as stones, so 
Mark quit and returned home. 
Fear takes hold and Mark runs. 
Instead of  returning home as 
the successful missionary, Mark 
arrives at Mom’s house as the 
quitter. The embarrassment he 
felt must have been unbearable. 

A year or two passed before 
Paul and Barnabas returned to 
the church in Jerusalem. They 
arrived bearing the scars of  per-
secution and sharing stories of  
miraculous conversions. They 

were heralded as heroes while 
John Mark hung back, wearing 
shame like a shawl. 

Soon, talk about a second 
missionary journey began. 
Barnabas, always the encour-
ager, raised the idea of  taking 
John Mark along again. Paul ve-
hemently disagreed. Their con-
tention was so great the apostles 
parted company. Barnabas left 
with John Mark. Mark must 
have felt embarrassed as the 
center of  this argument. Shame 
once again followed this young 
man. 

Years later, in a redemptive 
twist of  the gospel story, Paul 
wrote from a prison cell, “Aris-
tarchus my fellow prisoner greets 
you, with Mark the cousin of  
Barnabas (about whom you re-
ceived instructions: if  he comes 
to you, welcome him.)” (Colos-
sians 4:10). John Mark reap-
peared as Paul’s friend. How did 
that happen? I believe Mark ma-
tured over time as the Lord did 
not give up on him. “Faith sup-
plies staying power,” says Nor-
man Vincent Peale. Mark hung 
in there despite his failures. God 
will do wonderful things in us if  
we persevere and grow through 
our shortcomings. 

Scripture points to John Mark 
again in 2 Timothy 4:11, as Paul 
writes to Timothy, “Get Mark 
and bring him with you, for he 
is useful to me for ministry.”The 
former quitter had now become 
a vital worker in the kingdom of  
God. 

Christian history tells us that 
John Mark later became the 
founder of  the church in Africa 
and the Bishop of  Alexandria. 
Mark ended his journey con-
fronting the idolatry of  his city. 
The pagans responded by pull-
ing his body apart, literally limb 
from limb. The change in John 
Mark through the years was 
staggering. God transforms our 
fear into courage, our shame 
into boldness. The incredible 
love of  God endures as He turns 
losers into winners.

Return ‘Em Right; Conserve 
our Fisheries for the Future! 

The Florida Fish and Wild-
life Conservation Commission 
(FWC) has launched Return ‘Em 
:ight, a multi�entity effort in 
our Gulf  to promote best fishing 
practices that increase the sur-
vival of  released reef  fish. The 
initiative is led by Florida Sea 
Grant, University of  Florida, 
Gulf  States Marine Fisheries 
Commission, NOAA Fisheries, 
and a coalition of  anglers, in-
dustry groups, universities, gov-
ernment and non-government 
organizations committed to 
maintaining healthy fish stocks 
and fishing access. 

Return ‘Em Right includes 
proper fish handling and use 
of  venting tools or descending 
devices to mitigate barotrauma, 
a condition seen in many fish 
caused by the expansion of  
gases in the swim bladder when 
brought up from deeper depths. 
*arotrauma can be fatal for fish 
and signs include the stomach 
coming out of  the mouth, bulg-
ing eyes, bloated belly and dis-
tended intestines. 

Weighted tools such as de-
scending devices (inverted 
hooks, lip clamp devices, and 
crates or bo`es� can help fish 
suffering from barotrauma 
overcome buoyancy issues and 
return them back to depth, in-
creasing long-term survival of  
released fish.

Gulf  Anglers 18 years and older 
who target reef  fish can receive 
a free package of  release gear 
from Return ‘Em Right. Obtain 
your State Reef  Fish Angler des-
ignation before heading out! If  
you plan to fish for or harvest 
certain reef  fish species in Gulf  
or Atlantic waters from a private 
recreational vessel (includes an-
glers over 65 years of  age), you 
must sign up for this no-cost 
designation and renew it annu-
ally.

Major Milestone: Genetically 
Pure Hatchery-Raised Shoal 

Bass Release
.reshwater fisheries research-

ers and managers with the 
Florida Fish and Wildlife Con-
servation Commission (FWC) 
successfully released 3,300 
hatchery�raised shoal bass fin-
gerlings �young fish� into the 
Chipola River in May. 

In 2018, Hurricane Michael 
depleted more than 90% of  its 
shoal bass population, the last 
genetically pure population of  
shoal bass in the world. After-
ward, the FWC passed an Ex-
ecutive Order that suspended 
harvest and possession of  shoal 
bass that in 2019, was adopted 
into rule. 

Shoal bass are one of  four of  
Florida’s native black bass spe-
cies, also a Florida Species of  
Greatest Conservation Need, 
which refers to native animals 
whose populations are of  con-
cern and are at risk or declin-
ing. This effort marks the first 
time genetically pure shoal bass 
have been successfully raised in 
an .W+ fish hatchery and re-
leased. By raising and releasing 
these fish, this can enhance the 

wild population of  shoal bass to 
help keep the population’s ge-
netic purity intact and aid in the 
long-term conservation of  the 
species.

The Chipola River is the 
only waterbody in Florida with 
a known naturally reproducing 
shoal bass population. FWC’s 
freshwater fisheries biologists 
will continue to monitor the 
Chipola River shoal bass popu-
lation and evaluate the contri-
bution of  these stocking efforts 
through genetic testing.

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Restaurant Review: The Grand Marlin

Dining at The Grand Marlin 
always feels like a celebration. A 
trifecta of  delicious food, great 
service, and a cozy, alluring at-
mosphere bustling with neigh-
bors and friends abounds. On a 
recent Friday night, my husband 
and I enjoyed a multi-course 
dinner served by Hunter, a soft-
spoken, very nice and extremely 
knowledgeable server who was 
happy to share any and all de-
tails of  the menu with us. It was 
6 p.m., and the place was hop-
ping. Hunter started us out with 
a refreshing cocktail from the 
bar. I enjoyed the Lemon North 
Drop made with Hanson Meyer 
Lemon Vodka, raw sugar, and a 
squeeze of  lemon. Pow! Shebang! 
Crisp, cold and sour-sweet, with 
a lemon twist. My husband tried 
the PCB Bushwacker made with 
white rum, coffee liYueur, crvme 
de cocoa, vanilla ice cream and a 
����rum float. This seemed, for 
all practical purposes, like start-
ing the meal with dessert, though 
he loved it and likened it to a 
thick, frozen Reese’s Peanut But-
ter Cup.

Hunter began our feast with 

soups and a salad. The Seafood 
Gumbo was the traditional va-
riety… quite heavenly, with just 
a whisper of  heat. Chopped 
oysters, crab, okra and andou-
ille sausage were mixed into 
a dark rou`, floating above 
two savory, tender, chipotle-
marinated shrimp. A plate of  
Gambino’s French Bread from 
New Orleans accompanied 
the Gumbo, lightly toasted 
with house made garlic butter. 
The She-Crab Soup is a clas-
sic, rich and delicate in flavor. 
Local blue crab meat is folded 
into a thick cream and sherry 
fusion, and drizzled with a 
beautiful pale green chive oil. 
Our Iceberg Wedge salad was 
a menagerie of  tastes and tex-
tures, simple and light but so 
flavorful	 1ceberg lettuce was 
topped with crumbled apple-
wood smoked bacon and a 
creamy, blue-cheesy, bacon-
infused dressing, sprinkled with 
scallions and sweet grape toma-
toes. After soups and salad came 
one of  The Grand Marlin’s fa-
vorite appetizers: Crispy Lobster 
.ingers. ¹.ingersº of  firm, Ruicy 
Maine lobster were lightly fried, 
sprinkled with chopped chive 

batons, and served with a vanilla 
bean honey mustard.

By now we were feeling pretty 
satisfied, but the best was still 

yet to come. Hunter explained 
that the three most popular en-
trees at The Grand Marlin are 
the Grouper Picatta, Maryland 
Lump Crab Cakes, and Ginger 
Soy Aellowfin Tuna, and we got 
to sample all three. Each dish 
had its own flavor palate and 
was perfectly paired with ac-

companying side vegetables. The 
Grouper Picatta came coated in 
a thin parmesan crust, topped 
with flash-fried crispy capers, 

served alongside sauteed 
spinach and whipped pota-
toes… a sensory explosion! 
The Maryland Lump Crab 
Cakes were nearly all crab – 
juicy, meaty and wonderful, 
served with a colorful roasted 
corn relish and a creamy 
mustard butter sauce. The 
Asian-inspired Ginger Soy 
Aellowfin Tuna consisted of  
a rare tuna steak drizzled 
with spicy ginger soy glaze, 
served alongside baby bok 
choy, shiitake mushrooms 
and wasabi whipped po-
tatoes. A glass of  DiBacco 
Pumpee red wine, spicy and 
full-bodied, was the perfect 
base to our diverse and lus-
cious meal.

For dessert we enjoyed a Bai-
ley¼s +offee �The Grand 5arlin¼s 
tasty coffee is a full�bodied, me-
dium roast bean) with two signa-
ture dessert favorites: Key Lime 
Pie and TGM’s Praline Basket. 
A light and creamy Key lime 
mousse was poured into a toasted 
coconut and macadamia-infused 

graham cracker crust, then 
drizzled with raspberry coulis. 
The Praline Basket was a heav-
enly concoction of  large, plump 
blackberries inside a homemade 
praline shell, topped with vanilla 
ice cream, candied pecans, and 
chocolate and caramel sauces. 
Both were decadent and unfor-
gettably scrumptious.

The Grand Marlin, located 
at 5323 N. Lagoon Drive in 
Panama City Beach, has a great 
selection of  wines by the glass, 
bourbon’s, whiskey’s, scotches, 
and both craft and domestic 
beers. Their full bar boasts sig-
nature martini’s, island cocktails 
and seasonal specialty drinks.

Hours are 4 to 9 p.m. Monday 
through Thursday, 4 to 10 p.m. 
on the weekends, and Sundays 
from 10 a.m. to 9 p.m. Sunday 
Brunch features (among many 
items) Prime Rib, Bananas Foster 
French Toast, an array of  Om-
elettes and Benedicts, and $2.50 
Bloody Marys and Mimosas.

30AEats.com Recipe of the Month: Classic Shrimp Cocktail
Shrimp cocktail might be retro, 

but when done right, this party 
staple is never out of  style. This 
classic version boasts big, plump, 
perfectly-cooked shrimp with a 
lemony, horseradish-spiked cock-
tail sauce. It’s incredibly easy to 
make and rivals the shrimp cock-
tail served at the finest restaurants 
and steakhouses. The key is to use 
jumbo shell-on shrimp and be 
careful not to overcook them. You 
want to have a timer and an ice 
bath ready before you start cook-
ing; the shrimp cook in 2-4 min-
utes, and they need to be plunged 
into cold water immediately after 
to stop the cooking process.

Ingredients

For the Shrimp
36 medium-large shrimp
1 thick slice lemon
3 sprigs parsley
1 peeled onion
3 to 4 peppercorns
1 tsp salt

For the Cocktail Sauce
3/4 cup chili sauce
2 to 3 tbsp horseradish
2 to 3 tbsp lemon juice
1 tsp Worcestershire sauce
1 tsp grated onion
1/4 tsp salt
Few drops of  Tabasco sauce
Finely chopped celery, optional
Lettuce, for serving, optional

Preparation

Prepare the Shrimp:
In a medium pot, combine 

the lemon, parsley, onion, pep-
percorns, and salt and 6 cups of  
water. Bring to a boil over me-
dium-high heat. Fill a large bowl 
with ice and cold water and set it 
next to the sink. Bring to a boil and 
add the shrimp. Simmer for 2 to 4 
minutes, depending on the size, 
until shrimp are pink and cooked 
through. Do not overcook. Drain 
the shrimp in a colander and then 

immediately plunge them into the 
ice water to shock them and stop 
the cooking process. Let sit until 
chilled, about 15 minutes.

Peel the shrimp, leaving just the 
tails attached. Transfer to a plat-
ter filled with crushed ice, if  using, 
and serve with cocktail sauce on 
the side.

Make Cocktail Sauce:
Combine all cocktail sauce ingre-
dients in a small bowl. Mix and 
refrigerate.

To serve as individual ap-
petibers, mi` shrimp with finely 
chopped celery (if  desired) and 
serve in lettuce-lined sherbet 
glasses. .or a party snack, fill a 
large bowl with crushed ice and 
center with a small bowl of  cock-
tail sauce; arrange shrimp over 
ice. Top with finely diced celery �if  
desired). Serve with wooden picks 
for dipping shrimp into sauce.

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Studio 237 Music Lessons: ‘Proud to Be an American’ 
History Behind the Nation’s Most Patriotic Music

Patriotic music comes in all 
shapes and sizes from anthems 
and marches to folk and rock 
but is united by one sentiment: a 
sense of  pride and belonging in 
the country we call home.  Espe-
cially as we enter into summer 
and with the 4th of  July activities 
fast approaching, a reliable playl-
ist of  patriotic tunes is the perfect 
accompaniment to a barbecue 
party, road trip, or family get-
together. 

Musicians over the years have 
provided us with countless heart-
felt tunes to celebrate the United 
States and those who have served 
it. Let’s look at the history behind 
some of  the nation’s favorite 
tracks. 

‘God Bless the USA’ - Lee Green-
wood

Also known as ‘Proud to Be 
an American’, this soulful bal-
lad written by country artist Lee 
Greenwood in the early 80s is 
sure to be a morale booster. Its 
message is simple: a devotion to 
the country, the people, and re-
spect for the armed forces. Re-
leased in 1984, it reached No. 7 
on the country charts and was 
played at Reagan’s Republi-
can National Convention in the 

same year.  It is a 
popular anthem 
during times of  
crisis in America 
and has many 
notable versions, 
including Be-
yoncé’s version 
which premiered 
in 2011 and 
raised funds to 
aid those affected 
by the 9/11 ter-
ror attacks.

‘America the 
Beautiful’ - Ray 
Charles

Considered 
one of  the great-
est moments in 
history for patri-
otic music, Ray 
Charles took to 
the stage at the 
World Series in 
October 2001 
to sing ‘America 
the Beautiful’. Just weeks after 
the tragedy of  9/11, his perfor-
mance left the sold-out stadium 
of  grieving Americans inspired 
to unite and rebuild after the 
tragedy. The song is based on a 
poem by college professor Kath-
arine Lee Bates, written in 1893 

after she visited the summit of  
Pikes Peak in Colorado - one of  
the tallest mountains in the US. 
In 1976, Ray Charles’ ‘America 
the Beautiful’ was chosen as the 
theme for the nation’s 200th an-
niversary celebration for the Dec-
laration of  Independence and 

has since been used 
as an anthem for 
American citizens 
to unite together as 
an endlessly loving 
and resilient force. 

‘Take Me Home, 
Country Roads’ - John 
Denver

Released as part 
of  his 1971 album 
‘Poems, Prayers 
and Promises’, 
Denver’s hit coun-
try song was a love 
letter to the stun-
ning landscape and 
laid-back lifestyle 
of  the rural South. 
Surprisingly, his co-
writers *ill ,anoff 
and Taffy Nivert 
had never actually 
been to West Vir-
ginia and instead 
wrote the lyrics 
about Maryland, 

later changing the location to 
better match the rhythm. The 
song became a hit almost imme-
diately after release, reaching No. 
2 on Billboard’s U.S. Hot 100 

singles chart and remains today a 
cultural phenomenon, especially 
amongst West Virginia natives.

“The Stars and Stripes Forever” – 
John Philip Sousa

This song is often played dur-
ing �th of  2uly fireworks. -`cept 
for “The Star-Spangled Banner,” 
no musical composition has done 
more to arouse the patriotic spirit 
of  America than this most be-
loved composition. Symbolic of  
flag�waving, it has been used with 
considerable effectiveness to gen-
erate patriotic feeling ever since 
its introduction in Philadelphia 
on May 14, 1897.

There are, of  course, count-
less other patriotic songs from 
a whole variety of  backgrounds 
and musical styles. They are all 
united by one overarching mes-
sage: what it means to be an 
American and to demonstrate 
the core values of  our country.

Because You’re Worth It

If  you are like most people, 

when your electric bill arrives 
every month, you place it in 
the “to pay” folder and open it 
later. When we do get around to 
opening the electric bill, we look 
at the amount owed; some sigh, 
some grunt, some grin, mainly 
in November, and we get out our 
checkbooks or log into our ac-
counts and pay the amount with-
out fail.  Don’t get me wrong, I 
love using energy.  I’m currently 
writing this article in a very com-
fortable air conditioned oٻce 
while it is 88° with a “feels like” 
92° outside.  I gladly pay the 
electric company and am thank-
ful for all the hardworking em-
ployees who keep me in comfort.  

However, there are ways to 
lower our electric bills. We can 
turn our thermostats to 85°; we 
can draw the blinds to prevent 
natural sunlight to illuminate our 
homes# we can use the fire drill 
exercise by running out the front 
door and closing it quickly behind 
us so our bought air condition 
does not escape; or we can take 
measure to become more energy 
eٻcient. 1t¼s not rocket science, 
its building science. A well-insu-
lated and properly sealed home 
uses less energy while maintain-

ing the same comfort.  
So how do we make our 

homes more energy eٻcient' 
Outlets and switches on exte-
rior walls can waste up to 1% of  
energy. Adding insulating cover 
plates can reduce the amount 
of  conditioned air leaking to the 
outside saving you money. Up to 
12% of  energy loss occurs from 
drafts around doors and fireplac-
es. Seals around doors can and 
will fail over time and should be 
checked and replace as needed. 
Creating a tight seal on exterior 
doors will keep that cool air in.  
Thermal imaging can detect 
these leaks easily. If  you don’t 
have access to a thermal camera, 
simply look for daylight or use 
a flashlight at night# if  you see 
light, adjust or replace the seals. 

Windows can contribute up 
to 14% of  energy loss. Replac-
ing windows can be expensive. If  
there are cracks or fog�like film 
between the panes on windows, 
these will most likely need to be 
replaced. If  the window is clear 
but you feel heat when the sun 
shines through or have a single 
pane, there are spectrally select 
films which can be applied to 
the window which dramatically 
increase eٻciency, almost elimi-
nating UV destruction and at a 
fraction of  the cost of  replace-

ment windows. What’s great 
about these films are that they 
are virtually clear, blocking the 
heat, not the view. 

Up to 33% of  energy loss oc-
curs through our attics and roofs. 
Recently, Florida has required 
new construction homes built 
by 2017 and newer to undergo a 
blower door test. A blower door 
is a powerful fan that mounts 
into the frame of  an exterior 
door. The fan pulls air out of  the 
house, lowering the air pressure 
inside. The higher outside air 
pressure then flows in through 
all unsealed cracks and openings. 
This test determines the air infil-
tration rate of  a building. Prior 
to 2017, these tests were not 
required and rarely used. The 
importance is now builders seal 
electrical and plumbing penetra-
tions with a fire block e`pand-
able foam making your home 
more energy eٻcient. 8rior to 
the requirement of  blower door 
testing, many builders did not 
seal these penetrations allowing 
for energy loss.  Sealing these 
penetrations increases comfort, 
increases air quality and saves 
energy. Having proper attic insu-
lation is extremely important, so 
much so that if  your home is 15 
years or older and you have not 
added insulation to your attic, 

you most likely have 61% less in-
sulation than what is required to-
day for new construction. If  you 
see joists or wood beams where 
the insulation should be, add-
ing insulation will increase your 
comfort and increase energy ef-
ficiency saving you money.

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Hurricane Season and Your Insurance 
Program in a Hard Market

 confidence, 67)) 
(National Oceanic & Atmospheric 
Administration) has just released its 
2022 Hurricane Season Forecast 
calling for an above average sea-
son with 14 to 21 named storms. 
Last year’s 21 named storms was 
the second season in a row – third 
overall –  in which the designated 
21-name list of  storm names was 
exhausted. NOAA forecasters es-
timate 14 to 21 named storms, six 
to 10 of  which will become hur-
ricanes, with three to six of  those 
developing into major hurricanes.

The 2022 Atlantic hurricane 
season runs from June 1 to Novem-

ber 30. The areas covered include 
the Atlantic Ocean, Gulf  of  Mex-
ico and the Caribbean Sea. The 
6ational Weather Service defines 
a hurricane as a “tropical cyclone 
with maximum sustained winds of  
74 mph (64 knots) or higher.” And 
in recent years, storms have grown 
increasingly intense.

If  you own a home, investment 
property or business, you are prob-
ably aware that having the right 
homeowners, rental and business 
insurance policies in place are 
of  utmost importance. Without 
proper coverage, you could be re-
sponsible for expensive damage in 
the event of  a weather-related in-
cident. In fact, as this year’s hurri-
cane season kicks off, now is a really 
good time to review your insurance 
policies and make sure you are sat-
isfied with your level of  coverage.

We recommend you initially 
review your Hurricane/Wind 

coverage. Most personal lines poli-
cies (HO3, DP3, HO6, HO4) in 
Florida include either hurricane, 
named storm or wind/hail under a 
separate deductible. Consistency of  
coverage is important in any policy, 
but this type is typically preferred. 
When it comes to wind coverage, 
the best option is to attempt to se-
cure it on a Hurricane basis, rather 
than Named Storm or Wind/Hail. 
Keep in mind there are several de-
ductible options available that can 
have a large impact on what would 
be your out-of-pocket responsibil-
ity if  you file a claim as well as the 
amount of  premium you would 
pay for the policy.

In last month’s article, we dis-
covered that Inflation may be 
leaving you more underinsured. 
Adequate Dwelling and Building 
Limits coverage to rebuild your 
home or structure in the event of  a 
loss is also important. Local and na-

tional data indicates that nearly two 
out of  three homes and structures 
are underinsured.                                                                      

The cost of  lumber and other 
common building materials has 
soared in the past year as a result of  
supply chain disruptions and short-
ages, and this is the main reason 
new home construction has grown 
more expensive in recent years. As 
such, the homeowner and insur-
ance policies that were once suٻ-
cient for your property might now 
fall short.

Another important coverage to 
review is Loss of  Use that pays for 
you to live somewhere else while 
repairs are being done to your tem-
porarily unlivable home. This also 
goes for rental properties with Loss 
of  Rents coverage. To trigger this 
type of  coverage, there needs to be 
direct physical damage. 

An often misunderstood cover-
age not offered with each carrier, 
but always recommended, is Law 
or Ordinance coverage. Most car-
riers, if  they have it available, offer 
either 10%, 25% or 50% coverage 
tied to your Dwelling or Building 
Limit. If  there is extensive hurri-
cane damage, like we saw with Hur-
ricane Michael, there might be new 
building codes you must adhere to 
in order to rebuild. The additional 
Law or Ordinance coverage is cru-
cial to your protection, since your 
policy is designed to rebuild your 
home as it was before the damage, 
with similar materials and quality, 
and not with more costly materi-
als that could now be required by 
more stringent construction codes 
that may have come into play.

Our coastal properties are 
threatened by hurricanes and tropi-
cal storms each year, and flooding 
can happen anywhere, anytime—
even in non�flood prone areas. We 
encourage everyone to purchase 
flood insurance from the 6ational 
Flood Insurance Program (NFIP), 
or a reputable, private flood insur-
ance facility which may be a better 
flood insurance alternative to the 
NFIP for your home, investment or 
commercial property.

It is also good to remember that 
flood and water damage from a 

wind event are not necessarily the 
same thing. There are a few carri-
ers who will add flood coverage as 
an endorsement to a home policy. 
For most insured homeowners, 
your flood policy will be a separate 
policy written through the NFIP 
(National Flood Insurance Pro-
gram) or a private market, and this 
is the method we prefer. Unless 
your lender requires the policy, or 
you are closing on a new purchase, 
there is a standard 30-day waiting 
period through the NFIP before 
your flood policy will become ef-
fective. Many of  the private mar-
kets in the country, and especially 
in .lorida, offer broader coverages 
than the NFIP and these should 
be considered as an alternative to 
maximize your protection.

The insurance marketplace 
continues to deteriorate with pre-
miums increasing, guidelines and 
appetites tightening and some car-
riers losing the ability to offer new 
coverages and renewals. Accord-
ing to the Insurance Information 
Institute, property insurance pre-
miums in Florida are expected to 
jump 30-40% on average in 2022, 
with many likely seeing renewal 
increases well over 50%. Citizens 
Property Insurance Corporation, 
the state’s insurer of  last resort, 
is again becoming a popular and 
vital player in Florida. Although 
Gov. Ron DeSantis just signed two 
pieces of  legislation during the spe-
cial session focused on insurance 
reform, there’s nothing in this leg-
islation right now that’s going to 
provide immediate relief, or even 
the hope of  some rate relief  for a 
year or two.
